The Government of the Republic of Trinidad and Tobago (GORTT) has received financing from the Inter-American Development Bank (IDB) and intends to apply part of the proceeds to payments under the project Electronic Government and Knowledge Brokering Program for a consultancy for the Strengthening Health Service Delivery, for the Ministry of Health (MOH).  This process requires bidders to have specific experiences and capabilities in the following four (4) components:

(1) Reengineering  of  the Ministry of Health: this component will seek to build the capability of the MOH to lead the health sector, regulate and sent standards, guide and support the management and development of the healthcare in Trinidad and Tobago;

(4)  Overall Programme and Project Management: This component will address the overall management of the project and includes managing stakeholders and communication, through effective knowledge-transfer on best international practices and technical guidance in the areas of responsibility of ministries and their respective state agencies. This may involve the contracting of expert practitioners of firms to provide advice as well as coaching and mentoring.
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In this regard, the Central Tenders Board invites eligible consultants to indicate their interest in providing the services.  Interested consultants must provide information establishing that they are qualified to perform the services and should therefore demonstrate via their C.V’s adequate capacity, description of similar assignments, experience in similar conditions and availability of appropriate skills among staff.

Consultants may associate with other personnel/firms to enhance their qualifications.

Consultants will be selected in accordance with the policies of the IDB detailed in the “Policies for Selection and Contracting of Consultants financed by the IDB” which can be found at  website: http://www.iadb.org/procurement
