Tenderers are required to pay a tender deposit of Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00) 
payable by cash or certified cheque to the Director of Contracts between the hours of 
8.30 a.m. to 12.00 noon and 1.00 p.m. to 2.00 p.m. from Monday to Friday and attach 
the original receipt to their tender. 
 
Tenders must be accompanied by:- 
 

(i) a valid Income Tax Certificate; 
(ii) a valid Value Added Tax Clearance Certificate; and 
(iii) a Certificate of Compliance issued in accordance with the  

National Insurance Act. 
 
Sealed tenders in DUPLICATE must be addressed to the Chairman, Central Tenders 
Board and marked on the outside:- 
 

“HIRE OF MECHANICAL EQUIPMENT/VEHICLES

The envelopes must be deposited in the BROWN Tenders Box located in the lobby of 
the Board’s Office at the above address, no later than 1.00 P.M. THURSDAY APRIL 
23, 2009. 
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Tenderers are asked to note that the dimension of the slot in the Tenders Box is  
37.5 cm x 5.5 cm.  Tenders should therefore be packaged accordingly. 
 
Tenders will be opened shortly thereafter. The tenderer or his representative may be 
present at the opening. 
 
Late tenders will NOT be considered in any circumstances.
